aver their hearts, Men should remove their caps.

When the National Anthem is played, all present
should face the flag with the right hand over the
heart, Men should remove their kats, Persons

in uniform should remain silent, face the flag,
and salute,

The flag should always have the position of honor
on speakers' platforms, standing to the right of
the speaker, All other flags should be on the
speakers’ left.

Burting for ceremonial or decorative use should
be arranged with the Blue on the top, white in the
middle, and red on the bottom.

When the flag is flown at half-staff, it should
first be elevated to peak position, held there
mementarily, and lowered. At the day's end, the
flag should again be elevated to peak position
before lowering,

The American flag features 13 herizontal stripes—
seven of them are red and six are white. In the
upper quarter of the flag next to the staff are
white, five-pointed stars that designate each siate.

It is the custom to display the flag only from
sunrise to sunset outside. However, the flag may
be displayed twenty-four hours a day if properly
illuminated during the hours of darkness.

The flag, when it is in such condition that it is
no fonger a fitting emblem for display, should
be destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by
burning.
